ENDOWMENT

(en-doú ment)  n.  the part of an institution’s
income derived from donations.

In 1981 the United Methodist Men
Foundation was established by the National
Association of Conference Presidents of
United Methodist Men as a way to realize
their dreams.  Those dreams included the
development and promotion of programs
that would deepen the spiritual life of men
across the church through evangelism, mis-
sion, and spiritual life.

In today’s society, conventional means of
funding have become more and more 
challenging to secure.  The church is no
exception to this problem.  World Service
apportionments are stretched to the limit
and requests for financial support of church
outreach programs are growing.

Endowments enable the United Methodist
Men Foundation to fund men’s ministries in
perpetuity.  Currently there are three
endowment programs supported by the
United Methodist Men Foundation:

• Scouting Ministry
• Prayer Ministry
• Evangelism Ministry

SCOUTING MINISTRY

An endowment to fund the Office of Civic
Youth-Serving Agencies/Scouting Ministries
was created several years ago and offers a full-
time professional to assist the growth of scout-
ing in local churches.  This is accomplished
through Boy Scouts of America, Girl Scouts of
the U.S.A., Camp Fire USA and 4-H.

Each year over 600,000 young people and
their families are served by the church
through the scouting ministry.  Over half of
these families are unchurched, representing a
tremendous outreach and evangelism oppor-
tunity for local churches.

PRAYER MINISTRY

Over 350,000 calls requesting prayer are
received by the Upper Room Prayer Line each
year.  United Methodist Men have made it
possible for the prayer center to operate on a
24-hour basis with trained personnel.
